Under 4 teams, for players 2-3 years of
age, focus on player coordination and
comfort with the ball through fun
games and frequent ball touches.

Under 6 teams, for players 4-5 years of
age, focus on player coordination and
comfort with the ball through fun
games and frequent ball touches. Along
with basic dribbling skills, players will be
introduced to the game and taught to

play in 3v3 and 4v4 scrimmages.

Under 8 teams, for players 6-7 years of
age, focus on more advanced funda-
mental training and rule understanding.
Under 8 teams focus on parts of the
foot used in dribbling, passing, and
shooting. Players will also be introduced
to dribbling maneuvers, field aware-
ness, basic defensive techniques, corner
kicks, goal kicks, and throw-ins. Players
will have the opportunity to demon-

strate these skills in 4v4 and 5v5 games.
